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1. Container shipping companies have to skip a lot of port
calls to avoid port congestion resulting from tight Covid-19
controls. In addition, a significant number of containers are
piled up in cargo ports and in inland depots. At the same
time, the majority of containers are on board container ships
for long haul, especially on transpacific lines. Therefore,
there 1s an enormous shortage of empty containers in Asia.

2. Shipping alliances can help container shipping companies
achieve economies of scale and economies of scope, and can
thus help the companies facilitate low prices and broad
service coverage. That i1s, shipping alliances enable larger
shipping lines to utilize the resources of all members, and
smaller lines to extend service coverage without increasing
their own fleet size.
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
