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Printing. The art and technology of reproducing words and pictures on paper, cloth, or other
surfaces. Although there is considerable variation in printing methods, printing typically involves
a printing press that transfers an image from a printing plate or similar image-bearing surface to
the material being printed. Generally, 4-color printing presses are used for high-speed,
high-volume, and high-quality color jobs.
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Graphic Communications. The processes and industries that create, develop, produce, and
disseminate products utilizing or incorporating words or pictorial images to convey information,
ideas, and feelings. Graphic Communications products facilitate leaning, enjoyment, motivation,
and commerce. Graphic Communications includes the family of market segments embracing the
technologies of printing, publishing, packaging, electronic imaging, and their alied industries;
they are often referred to as the graphic arts, print, or imaging industries.
