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Global index provider MSCI Inc yesterday lowered Taiwan’s weighting in its two major

indices after its latest review, which might prompt an outflow of US$200 million in funds next
quarter, the Financial Supervisory Commission (FSC) said yesterday.

The index provider trimmed Taiwan’s weighting in the MSCI Emerging Markets Index —
which covers more than 800 securities across the large and mid-cap segments in 26 emerging
markets — by nine basis points to 12.45 percent, commission data showed. However, Taiwan’s
weighting in the index remained in second place, the data showed.

It was the sixth consecutive review in which MSCI cut Taiwan’s weighting in the MSCI
Emerging Markets Index and the MSCI All-Country Asia ex-Japan Index, the data showed. The
latest adjustment is to take effect after markets close on Sep. 1, MSCI said.
