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Much of America's news in recent months has been dominated by the gravest
economic and financial crisis in decades. But parts of New Orleans continue to
experience an economic boom mainly driven by recovery efforts related to Hurricane
Katrina. In the last weekend of 2008, the University of New Orleans published a report
estimating that 11,700 jobs were added across metropolitan New Orleans. Much of that
growth came from the construction industry, which experienced a 6.2% gain in jobs

driven by massive bridge, road and school projects.
